Owls are becoming the latest target of illegal bird

traders in India as they try ingenious ways to hoodwink -

the law with the demand for these nocturnal birds
soaring in markets abroad. These birds of prey are
important to the environment as they help control the

‘rodent population by preying on them. This helps the

farmers indirectly by keeping the rat and mice
population under control.

Bird experts say that three species of owls that are
at present in high demand are the Barn Owl, Great

4560 3

Horned Owl and the Eurasian Eagle Owl. Each of the
birds could fetch between Rs.3 lakhs and Rs.5 lakhs
in the global market. There-are around 22 species of
owls found in India, including the three that have a
high demand in the global market. If the illegal trade
is not checked at the earliest, it could drastically bring
down the owl population.

Poachers catch these birds from the wild to sell them
to the traders. Thereafter the birds are smuggled by
middlemen to Europe and the Middle East via Nepal
and Bangladesh. These owls are mostly kept as pets,
but they are also being increasingly used for all kinds
of research purposes. After the green munias and
rose-ringed parakeets, the owls seem to be now on
the verge of extinction according to a study done by
the Wildlife Trust of India (WTI).

Since the owls are bigger and weigh more than the
parakeets, they are smuggled in ones and twos and
not in bulk, making their detection by authorities
difficult. Since each adult owl of the three species
could weigh around three kilograms and can be easily
spotted at airports, therefore, the traders smuggle the
birds out of the country via road routes.

After the ban on the capture and trade in wild birds
in the 1990s under the Wildlife (Protection) Act 1972
in India, the trade seems to have gone underground
but has not ceased.

For thousands of years, dreams have interested,
puzzled and even frightened people. It used to be
thought that dreams always came true. People thought
that the figures appearing in dreams were messengers
from gods and that special kinds of dreams had special
meanings.

Most people occasionally dream that they are being
chased by robbers, or are falling, or are in danger
from fire or flood. These are frightening dreams.
Children's frightening dreams are likely to contain

not knowing what caused her/his fear. These very
frightening dreams are called nightmares. People
usually have nightmare when they are frightened or
upset about something in their lives.

People have always tried to figure out the meaning of
their dreams, but interpreting dreams became a field
of psychological study in 1899 when Sigmund Freud
published his work The Interpretation of Dreams.
Some researchers surveyed students in the United
States, South Korea, and India, and found that 74%
of Indians, 65% of South Koreans and 56% of
Americans believed their dream content provided them
with meaningful insight into their unconscious beliefs
and desires. This Freudian view of dreaming was
believed significantly more than theories of dreaming
that attribute dream content to memory consolidation,
problem-solving, or as a byproduct of unrelated brain
activity. The same study found that people attribute
more importance to dream content than to similar
thought content that occurs while they are awake.
Today most experts disagree with Freud's conclusions,
and some don't believe dreams signify anything at all.
But people continue to mine them for clues to their
inner lives, creative insight, and even hints of the
